/S 241-595163. Unfortunately, following the tender period only one submission was received
before the deadline, we believe that the lack of tenders was caused by the current impact of
Covid and the national lockdowns pre and post Christmas. Organisations are facing the
continuing imposition of significant business restrictions and uncertainty and it is clear that
many organisations within this market are not be in a position to commit and respond to
lengthy tender processes or commit to new opportunities.

We believe this will help businesses continue to recover and
deliver services and goods to our Members and reduce the pressure on the supply chain at
this critical time. Requesting businesses to complete lengthy and complex tenders over the
coming months may divert resources away from supporting the Public Sector; particularly for
such an important compliance service; something we wish to avoid. In addition staff capacity
and availability have been impacted by the current pandemic and we expect a continuation of
disruption over the coming months due to the likely ongoing local lockdowns/restrictions well in
to the Spring.
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In addition to the above, EEM seek to generate high levels of competition within the market to
ensure the very best value for money for our Members. This is not something we have been
able to achieve with the attempted re-tender and believe that this cannot be achieved in the
short term as businesses continue to make the difficult decisions in their operations, pricing
and staffing levels.
