» know the timetable for the collection and delivery of their sharps bin which is usually on a
quarterly basis but patients requiring a temporary, one-off, or alternative collection frequency
will need to know who to contact to make a change/service request;

* know how to arrange for a new sharps bin to be delivered; and

* have their waste collected safely and efficiently in a timely fashion as detailed in their
collection schedule.
